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KEY CONSORT EXTENDED CRITERIA 

FOR ñPRAGMATIC TRIALSò*

Participants:  Show degree study includes 
typical participants, typical providers, 
institutions, and settings

Interventions: Describe extra resources added 
to usual settings

Degree of standardization or delivery varied 
between participants, practitioners, or 
study sites

Outcomes:  Explain why chosen outcomes 
important to those who will use results

Number of participants or units approached to 
take part, number eligible, and reasons for 
non - participation

Generalizability:  

Key aspects of the setting determined trial 
results

Discuss differences other settings where 
organization é staffing or resources may vary

- Intervention staff

- Participant subgroups (especially 
related to disparities)

- Time

ESTIMATE THE COSTS

Costs of program delivery (see HMC 
website)

- Initial start - up costs

- Ongoing and incremental costs

- Include training and recruitment
